 Zech 4:6 Not by might (lyIx;), nor by power (x:Ko), but by my spirit, saith the LORD of hosts. 

 Joel → The last word of God before Judgment (creation; history; Israel; Jesus; Church 

→ judgment) the Spirit at CREATION (Gn 1:2) ↔ the Spirit at PAROUSIA (Rev 22:17)…  

 prophecies → Jeremiah; Ezekiel → Acts 1-2 → waiting for the Holy Spirit (the Promise of the 
Father)  

0.3. A CONTROVERSIAL THEME? 

[TOZER Mystery of the Holy Spirit] The Holy Spirit never enters a man and  then lets him live like the world. 

You can be sure of that.  Incidentally, that is the reason most people do not want to be filled  with the Holy 

Spirit; they want to live the way they want to live and  have the Holy Spirit as a bit of something extra, as you 

might have a  diamond stickpin or something very beautiful on your clothing. They  want the Holy Ghost to 

be something added, but the Holy Spirit will not  be an addition. The Holy Spirit must be Lord or He will 

not come at all. 

 Mk 3:28 People will be forgiven for their sins and whatever blasphemies they  utter, but whoever 

blasphemes against the Holy Spirit  can never have  forgiveness.

 1Jo 4:1 Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits  to see whether they are from 

God, for many false prophets have gone out into the world… 

1. THE IDENTITY OF THE HOLY SPIRIT 

1.1. “SPIRIT” 

 as the divine substance: John 4:24 God is spirit… → the life in created beings (breathing); 

(Ps 104:29  when you take away their breath, (~x'Wr @sETo) they die and return to their dust)  

 as the divine name: (1) “Father”→ plan, (2) “Son” → love, (3) “Spirit” → action (life, power, 

movement, implementation) → the holy life in the redeemed (worship)  

1.2. “HOLY” 

 holiness → “victorious purity” (not just innocence)  

 Hg 2:12-13 'If someone carries holy meat in the fold of his garment and touches with his fold 

bread or stew or wine or oil or any kind of food, does it become holy?'" The priests answered 

and said, "No." 13 Then Haggai said, "If someone who is unclean by contact with a dead body 
touches any of these, does it become unclean?" The priests answered and said, "It does become 
unclean." 

 Ex 29:37 Whatever touches the altar shall become holy.

 All the attributes of the Living God belong to the Holy Spirit as well.

 OIL → richness; healing; calling; commission → anointing (1) kings, (2) prophets, (3) priests 

 FIRE → purity; cleansing → Acts 2:3 

 WATER (RAIN, RIVER, DEW) → cleansing; life (drinking) → John 4:14; John 7:38  Whoever believes 
in me, as the Scripture has said, 'Out of his heart (evk th/j koili,aj auvtou/) will flow rivers of living 
water.' 

 LIGHT → guidance; truth; life → 1John 2:27: “But the anointing which ye have received of him 

abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you 

of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.” 

 WIND → power; destruction; judgment → Acts 2:1-2;  
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 DOVE → love; gentleness; → Jesus’ baptism

legal assistant, advocate 

 John 14:16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Helper, to be with you forever… 

 Rom 5:5 God's love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given 

to us… (John 14:18  I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you)  

 Gal 4:6 And because you are sons, God has sent the Spirit of his Son (to. pneu/ma tou/ uìou/ 
auvtou/) into our hearts, crying, "Abba!

4. TO REMEMBER 

 The Holy Spirit is to be worshiped with the Father and the Son. But through Christ in the Spirit we 
have access to the Father (Eph 2:18  For through him we both have access in one Spirit to the 
Father)  

 The Holy Spirit is known through his work and his presence. 
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 We can serve the Lord with joy and power when we are daily being filled with the Spirit. 
(Rom 14:17 → Kingdom of God is (1) righteousness, (2) peace, (3) joy in the Holy Spirit).
